NEW STATE LAW 

This is to inform you that there will be a new 
state law put into effect on January  1, 2010 re-
garding cell phone usage.  There will be a ban on 
all hand held cell phones in construction and 
school zones, as well as a ban  on cell phone us-
age for drivers younger than 19, all school bus 
drivers, as well as  a ban on all texting.  Primary 
law enforcement  will be applied, which means
