FROM THE PRINCIPAL….. 
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NEWSLETTERS ON THE WEB 

Hello!  Two years ago Prairie Hill School District 133 began the process of 
revamping our school safety plan.  Even though it was well designed, we 
felt there were a number of important aspects to the plan that could be im-
proved.  In November of 2007, we entered into the Northern Illinois Emer-
gency Readiness Consortium along with 15 other area school districts.  As 
part of this consortium, these districts met monthly to assist each school in 
planning and preparing for any potential crisis or hazards that could possi-
bility occur.  Each school conducted threat assessments, trained staff, and 
took part in building security inspections with the help of state and local 
law enforcement and emergency response professionals.  Willowbrook 
Middle School’s emergency response plan includes two lockdown proce-
dures that address a multitude of possible scenarios.  They are termed 
Hard and Soft Lockdowns and will be immediately implemented depend-
ing on the circumstance.  In other words, please don’t be alarmed if your 
son and daughter explains that Willowbrook School was placed in a Hard 
or Soft Lockdown.  If an actual crisis situation occurs, parents will be im-
mediately notified via our telephone calling system or a letter home.  Al-
though incidents of targeted school violence are rare, we want our commu-
nity, parents, students and staff to be confident that regardless of the cir-
cumstance, a plan is in place to address possible emergencies.

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LIBRARY NEWS 

OVERDUES/FINES: 

The numbers of overdue books and fines are increasingly high at 
WMS.  Please know that students are given a verbal due date along with a 
due date card in their book at time of checkout.  They are encouraged to 
write this due date down in their agendas as if it were homework for 
the night before it's due.  A student can come in on or before the due 
date and renew the book without even having the book with them!  They have 
been told this information numerous times.  With the ability to do this, there should never be 
overdue books.   

  

When a library book becomes 30 days or more overdue, it automatically goes into our system as a 
"lost" book.  At that time, students are sent a bill for the replacement of this book along with the 
overdue charges that continue to accumulate at .05 each school day.  This should never happen if a 
student would just know when their books is originally due.  Notices are sent home weekly in Fri-
day folders.  At any time if a student is not sure when their book is due, they are free to stop in and 
check with me.  Please help your children better understand what their responsibility is for return-
ing their books on time, so that the numbers of overdues can decrease. 

  

HOILIDAY LIBRARY CHECKOUTS 

Please be aware that many students will have library books that will come due on their first day 
back from winter break - January 4, 2010.  If they forget them at home, they can come in and ask 
to renew them so they do not become late. 

  

REBECCA CAUDILL BOOKS 

Students have until Friday, February 12, 2010 to read as many Caudill books as they can.  The 5th 
grade class that reads the most books will receive a pizza lunch.  The 6th - 7th - 8th grade classes 
that have the most eligible students (read 3 or more) will receive a pizza lunch.
